e The Practice Nurses deal with minor illnesses at the surgery, such as UTls, throat infections,
eye infections. All the practice nurses as ear car specialists and do travel vaccinations.

e The Practice Nurses deal with Chronic Disease management — Asthma, COPD, Diabetes.

e  Chris has responsibility for Rheumatology and Shared Care patients.
