Notice Required
A minimum of 6 WEEKS notice is required to allow sufficient time for the prescription to be organised, the vaccines to be purchased from the pharmacist and for the nurse to administer the injection.
NHS Travel Immunisation
If given sufficient notice the following vaccines are available free under the NHS. The following are offered where the patient is travelling to an area where exposure to the infection is likely to be high:
· Tetanus, Diptheria & Polio
· Hepatitis A 
· Typhoid
· MMR -  children aged 6-15 not previously immunised

Non NHS Travel Immunisation
The following are NOT available under the NHS but can be given for an appropriate fee.  The Vaccine is written on a private prescription rather than an NHS prescription.  This means that the cost of the vaccine is not subsidised by the NHS. (private prescriptions are issued by the GP at a charge of £10 and must be paid for upon collection from the surgery). The private prescription is then taken to the pharmacy by the patient where the chemist will charge the patient per vaccine depending on their cost list.

Malaria Prophylaxis
This is not provided on the NHS.  Some of the medicines can be purchased from the pharmacist without a prescription; others require a private prescription which costs £10.00 with the pharmacy then charging the patient per tablet required.
Ceiling Charges

If a patient requires several prescriptions we will only charge once ie. £10 and where several injections are required we will not charge more than £50.00 so that the total charge/person will only ever be £60 maximum.  Please note that any requests for Yellow Fever will not be included in the ceiling charge.
Other Options

If you are travelling at short notice you can refer yourself to a private clinic.
