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TO THE EMPLOYEE
You have requested a vaccine to seek protection against Hepatitis B because of the nature of your employment.

GPs do not provide an occupational health service as part of their NHS responsibility nor can they provide this service to you, even if it is funded by you. 
Under Health and Safety Regulations, your employer has a duty to provide a safe working environment and, therefore, appropriate health advice for those at risk of infection with Hepatitis B.  We advise you to contact your employer who will be able to make arrangements with an occupational health provider for the provision of any immunisation which you may require following an appropriate assessment of the risk to which you are exposed.

Please note, this is in accordance with instructions from The British Medical Association.

Under Health and Safety legislation you have a duty to provide a safe working environment.  You should undertake a risk assessment and arrange protection for employees, including, where necessary, immunisation against Hepatitis B.  If an assessment reveals a risk, you have a duty to act and should make arrangements with a suitably qualified medical service to meet the relevant obligations.

This practice is not aware of the situation and hazards in your employee’s workplace and does not have occupational expertise to advise on the risks involved, therefore you should arrange an independent risk assessment.

After a risk assessment, if you require us to provide vaccinations and blood test, we can provide a non-NHS vaccination service.  The first appointment will be made on receipt of the fee and declaration below.  The current fee charged by the Quarter Jack Surgery is £210, this is for a course of 3 vaccinations, subsequent blood test and certificate of vaccination.
