

































PATIENT ADVICE ON HOLIDAY MEDICATION
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Obtaining sufficient medication for use whilst on holidays abroad














By law, the NHS ceases to have responsibility for the medical care of patients when they leave the UK.  People travelling within Europe are advised to carry an authorised European Health Insurance Card (EHIC) at all times and this gives entitlement to reduced cost (and sometimes free) medical treatment.








The surgery will provide medication for existing conditions for holidays of less than 3 months, providing the required medication reviews have taken place beforehand.





If you are away for more than 3 months you are advised to register with a local doctor at your destination for continuing medication (it is likely that this will have to be paid for).  In this case the surgery will provide 1 months supply of your repeat medication to give you time to do this.





You are advised to check with the manufacturers that the medicines required are available in the country being visited.





The surgery does not provide NHS prescriptions for conditions which may occur whilst abroad ie antibiotics.
