

































INFORMATION FOR PATIENTS BEING ADMITTED TO HOSPITAL








Below is some information which may be helpful for you





BEFORE DISCHARGE FROM HOSPITAL:





Sick notes





If you require a sick note, please ask the Doctors or Nurses before you are discharged.  The Hospital should provide a note that covers the time you are expected to be off, not just the time you are in Hospital.  The agreement locally is that this would usually be up to a maximum of 6 weeks.





Medication





If you require regular medication on discharge, ensure that you are given 2 weeks’ supply





Discharge summary





You should be given a discharge letter for your GP.  Please ensure someone delivers this to the surgery as soon as possible.





Home visits following discharge from Hospital are rarely necessary and are not undertaken routinely.  The Hospital will advise the Practice if a District Nurse or GP’s visit is needed.





Information about what has happened during your admission





If you have any questions relating to your stay in Hospital you should ask the Doctors or Nurses before you leave as they will have all the relevant information.
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
