
CONSULTATION FOLLOWING A ROAD TRAFFIC ACCIDENT
Please note that legally the NHS makes a charge to patients for the first consultation and/or treatment following road traffic accidents, as per the Road Traffic Act 1999.

If a patient attends the surgery subsequent to an accident then the fee payable is £21.30.

Please note the following:

· These services are not part of the free NHS treatment

· These services are covered by all UK motor insurance policies

· Payment does not constitute any admission of guilt

· Payment of such fees does not count against no claims bonuses

· The driver of the vehicle is responsible for paying the fee irrespective of who is to blame for the accident

· The fee is set by Parliament

· The driver/patient should pass the bill to the insurance company without delay
