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Anyone aged 70 can have the shingles vaccine on the NHS. 
You become eligible for the  vaccine from the first day 
of September  after your 70th birthday for the following year. 

People aged 78 or 79 are also eligible for the shingles vaccine on the 
NHS for a year from the first day of the following September as part 
of a catch-up programme. 

Anyone aged 80 and over is unsuitable to have the shingles  vaccina-
tion on the NHS because it seems to be less effective in this age 
group,
