Additional services:





It is now possible for patients to access a summary of their records on line. This is new capacity and is initially available only in regard to the requestors record, at this stage parents will not be able to access their children’s records though we hope this will come on stream later in the year in relation to children under 13 years. The fine detail is still being worked out as there are potential safeguarding issues so this is still to be decided. 





The information available will only give a list of medication and known allergies at this time. This is part of an initiative to enhance patient access to records and enable patients to take greater responsibility for their own care. It is very much in its development stages so access levels may change but we awaiting guidance.





To access this service you will need to attend the surgery bringing in picture ID and an official letter/invoice/or similar dated within the last 3 months and ask to be signed up to online access.  

















We are hoping to introduce a free eye check service in the surgery from May/June this year.
