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Final Evidence for Consent and the Treatment of Children and Young

Purpose: This document explains the policy of this practice and the overarching principles that it strives to achieve in the provision of medical services, advice, examination, procedures and treatments in relation to young patients.
Overview: All patients who consult with a medical professional or have contact with support staff at The Island Surgery have the intrinsic right to be treated fairly and equitably and to be involved in and their views respected in the provision of medical service, examination, procedure or treatment.

Policy

(The term “medical service, examination, procedure or treatment” should be taken to include any medical, surgical, psychological or psychiatric services, examination, procedure or treatment)
All patients have the right to:

· The highest attainable standard of health and for the treatment of illness and rehabilitation of health.
· Be treated fairly and equitably in the provision of medical service, examination, procedure or treatment.

· Medical services, examination, procedures and treatments that are in their best interest.

Capacity to consent
Patients who have the capacity to understand the nature and possible consequences of a medical service, examination, procedure or treatment also have the right to:

· Consent to or refuse either in part or in full to any medical service, examination, procedure or treatment and the right to keep such a consultation confidential from the parents of the decision-maker.
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
