BACKGROUND
Weobley & Staunton on Wye Surgeries has a lead for Infection, Prevention and Control and this is Sophie Hodge, Practice Nurse.
SIGNIFICANT EVENTS
In the last year (01.04.19 to 31.03.20) there have been no significant events raised that related to infection control.

AUDITS
An Infection Prevention and Control in General Practice Audit was completed by Michele Petrie (Practice Manager) and Jo Jones (Practice Nurse) on 12th December 2019. No problems were noted.
RISK ASSESSMENTS

Risk Assessments relevant to Infection Control are updated annually. These include:
· Cleaning Risk Assessment
· Exposure to Bodily Fluids Risk Assessment

· Legionella Risk Assessment

· Needlestick Risk Assessment

· Spillages Risk Assessment
CLEANING & HYGIENE

The Practice uses Mobile Care Domestic Agency who are responsible for cleaning throughout both sites.

We regularly check with Mobile Care Domestic Agency that they are carrying out checks to ensure the standard of cleanliness and hygiene is maintained. Each cleaner completes a daily check sheet which is reviewed regularly.

Our staff also carry out visual checks to ensure that work areas are clean.

All feedback from patients has indicated that our premises are clean and well maintained. We have never received a complaint in relation to the cleanliness of our practice.
HANDWASHING

We carry out annual checks on all staff in relation to good handwashing techniques.

TOYS, BOOKS AND MAGAZINES

We only provide limited toys for children whilst they are in the waiting room and these are cleaned as part of the daily checks and recorded on the check sheet.
Books and magazines are provided in each waiting area however these are disposed of regularly.
CURTAINS

Modesty curtains in treatment rooms are mainly disposable and once opened are changed every six months by the Infection Control Lead or sooner if soiled or damaged. Linen curtains, where used, are also washed every six months, in line with the requirements of GP-05 Community Infection Prevention & Control Guidance for General Practice.
STAFF TRAINING

All staff undertake annual training in Infection Control and Prevention as we feel it is important that they are aware of the importance of hand hygiene and infection control. New staff also complete training as part of their induction programme.

POLICIES, PROCEDURES & GUIDELINES
