The Team
Our GP team consists of 5 GP partners and a salaried GP.

We are a Training Practice affiliated to the Easy of Scotland Deanery (Tayside) and routinely
have GP registrars attached to the practice. Two of our Partners are GP Trainers. We also
enjoy hosting final year Medical Students from Dundee University on a regular basis- they
keep us on our toes!

One of our partners has a seat on Forth Valley Health Board and is closely in touch with lo-
cal and national health and social care strategy.

Our practice team includes two full time Advanced Nurse Practitioners who undertake daily
triage and ‘on the day’ clinics, dealing with the majority of our minor iliness. We also have a
Practice Nurse, HCAs, a Mental Health Nurse and Extended Scope Physiotherapist.
